Outside Reading Journal Requirements 
· You should read 3 hours each week from books, magazines, newspapers, and/or online sources.  

The easiest way to complete three hours of reading is to find something you ENJOY reading.  If you choose to read online, run a Google search for something that interests you. Of course, your search and reading must be in ENGLISH.  For example, you could search for cars, movies, Bollywood, Johnny Depp, UFO's, or soccer teams!  The possibilities are endless.

· Each time you read, write the date, amount of time you spent reading, and enough source information that I can find what you read.  For each reading session or each different source, write a paragraph or two of the basic content and your impression of what your read. Write on loose-leaf paper.  Be sure you include your name, class time, date, and READING JOURNAL on each page.  Staple all of your pages and hand them to me by Wednesday of each week.
